Ms. Przybilla also wanted to congratulate the Manager of Community Centre Operations for his 
efforts with respect to the Canada-Holland hockey game on February 26th. 
Township staff participated in the Career Fair at the Millennium Room on Wednesday, Feb 
25th.  This year’s attendance was the highest in the three years the event has been running.

REEVE & COUNCIL

Reeve Pearcy reported on his attendance at the Ontario Good Roads Convention in Toronto 
from February 21st – 24th. The meeting with the Minister of Transportation, the Honorable 
Jim Bradley, was moved from Monday to Sunday and was attended. The Township will not 
receive a pedestrian activated light but instead should consider a community safety zone. 
 

Other seminars which Reeve Pearcy attended included accessibility for persons with 
disabilities, community sustainability, affordable housing and the places to grow legislation. 
Mr. Pearcy also met with MP Dean Del Mastro who encouraged the preparation of shovel 
ready projects as there may be additional Building Canada Fund money available in the near 
future.

Reeve Pearcy also mentioned that the current dog and kennel by-law will be reviewed and 
updated.

Councillor Millett brought forth a number of points for discussion including the future purchase 
of new Christmas decorations for the Township and the call he received regarding our mobile 
canteen by-law.
